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I. Amendment to Commission Proposal regarding quota allocation for North 

Sea herring 

 

Explanatory note 

Pursuant to Regulation (EU) 2022/1091, 89% of the North Sea herring TAC can be fished in 

ICES area 4a-b and 11% in ICES area 4c-7d. The Swedish herring quota in area 4a-b is 4 064 

tonnes.  

During, and in the follow up to, the Agriculture and Fisheries Council meeting of December 

2021, the Swedish delegation informed the Commission that the resulting quota allocation 

would conflict with the terms of the Act concerning the conditions of accession of the 

Kingdom of Norway, the Republic of Austria, the Republic of Finland and the Kingdom of 

Sweden and the adjustments to the Treaties on which the European Union is founded2 (“the 

Act”), as modified by Council Decision 95/1/EC3. The Commission has examined that 

information. Further to that examination, the present non-paper updates the Commission 

proposal for a first amendment to Regulation (EU) 2022/109 with a view to resolving that 

conflict.  

In accordance with Article 121(1) of the Act, the Swedish herring quota is to be quantified 

based on a fixed share of the overall EU quota in the North Sea (areas 2a, 4 and 7d). This 

fixed share was 1.433% of the overall EU quota when the United Kingdom of Great Britain 

and Northern Ireland (the UK) was part of the EU and became 1.8414% following the 

withdrawal of the UK from the EU. In line with the historic allocation of fishing 

opportunities, the Swedish herring quota is to be allocated in areas 2a and 4a-b only.  

In view of the above, the Swedish herring quota, of which 100% is allocated to areas 2a and 

4a-b, should result in a quota for Sweden in area 4a-b of 4 093 tonnes. The Swedish herring 

quota fixed in Regulation (EU) 2022/109 should therefore be increased by 29 tonnes. This 

increase in the Swedish quota is reflected by a decrease, of equal value overall, in all other 

Member States’ quotas. This would bring fishing opportunities for 2022 in line with the 

historic allocation key for Sweden, as guaranteed in the Act. It would also result in a minor 

internal reallocation of fishing opportunities for herring in areas 4c and 7d.  

The adjusted fishing opportunities should apply from 1 January 2022. Such retroactive 

application does not affect the principles of legal certainty and the protection of legitimate 

expectations as the proposed changes to the Regulation would only result in minor alterations 

of the fishing opportunities concerned in proportion to their initial level.  

Consequently, the fishing opportunities fixed in Regulation (EU) 2022/109 should be 

amended accordingly.
