minimisation of environmental impacts.
The Fisheries LAG'’s role is to help the
fisheries and aquaculture sector to thrive,
not only through ecological sustainability
and respect for the balance of nature, but
also by generating wealth for the local
community. To achieve this, innovation is
encouraged throughout the entire sector.
