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Background

What is n+3 decommitment?

Currently, it covers amounts committed from 2014 to 2017 which will lapse at the end of
2020 unless consumed (i.e. covered by payment requests to the Commission)

This three year time limit (and the associated decommitment process) will apply
each budgetary year of the 2014-2020 programming period

All operational programmes are subject to a decommitment procedure. Amounts
decommitted if not covered by:
pre-financing (initial, additional initial and annual pre-financing); or

submitted interim payment applications (including interrupted/suspended claims) during the budgetary years
concerned

€290 million still at risk (€302 million as at 27 September 2019)!
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State of play at 11 November 2020

MS with over 309% of
unhused commitments

2 MS in 2019 (BG and SK); only SK in
2020 - next is ES at 23%

MS with most unused
commitments (by value)

Largely static: ES (€124m); FR
(€27m); GR (€28m); HR ( €25m, up
from €10m); IT (€13m, down from
€38m); PL (€ 40m)

These cases sum to €257m (89% of
the total) — exactly as last year

COVID crisis continues to present a
challenge
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Next steps

Advance notices (letters) have been sent to all MS with an outstanding n+3 balance. These
contain:

* The amounts outstanding;

* A reminder to send by 31 January 2021 details of any amounts subject to legal
proceedings/force majeure (Art 87(1) CPR);

* A request to submit payment claims!
Commission will assess the position and issue the decommitment letter by 28 February 2021
MS may provide comments within 2 months (taken into account in any revision)

Approach is common across all ESI Funds
