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The targeting of Sharks is not carried out by Irish Fishing Vessels. Sharks are generally caught as a bycatch
in other targeted fisheries. In 2013 a total of 16 landings of Blue Shark were recorded from Irish Vessels in
Irish Ports. A total of 2 Landing Inspections were undertaken and no infringements were detected.
