BE TRIED EXPERIMENTALLY TO SEE WHAT RESULTS OCCUR OVER A FIVE YEAR PERIOD. IT
WOULD NOT BE A COSTLY ENDEVEAOUR WITH THE USE OF MODERN SONAR AND
ELECTRONICS.THE MAJORITY OF SPORTS ANGLERS ARE ENVIRONMENTALLY MINDED AND
